The "Art of Dory" referrs to the line of thought from

Cicero through Giordano Bruno, Camillo and others to our times, mere memory/history play a substantial role in

altering the political history through pictorical manipulation (numerous examples in Russian documentary photo-

graphy) and the ability of the new tools to synthesize other political realities by electronic means.
